FERMANAGH YOUTH FOOTBALL REGULATIONS

1) Games shall only be postponed under Rule 11 Fermanagh G.A.A regulations.

2) The Secretary of the Competition Control Committee (C.C.C), (or in their absence the Chairman of C.C.C) and the Secretary of the Youth Board, must be notified by the secretary of the club responsible for the postponement using the prescribed form at least 72 hours before the game stating the reasons for same.

3) Matches postponed in accordance with Regulation 11 or matches not played due to failure of a referee to turn out shall be refixed by the C.C.C.
4) All teams must be registered as per Rule 2.3 of the Gaelic Athletic Association Official Guide Part 1.
5) Any club who has entered two teams at the same age level must submit a list of their 1st 13 players when submitting their team’s registration. Any club entering two teams for Go Games competitions must submit a list of their 1st 11 players when submitting their team’s registration.

6) A Grading / Rules & Regulations Workgroup shall be formed at the start of every season; these members shall come from the body of that years Youth Officers. The current Bord na n-Og Chairman and Secretary shall also sit on this Workgroup.
7) Youth Football League Grading Regulations
a) U-14, U-16 & MFL’s shall be graded firstly into three Sections, named A, B & C. These sections shall consist of seven teams in U-14 & U-16 while in the MFL Sections A & B shall consist of seven teams and Section C consisting of six teams. 
b) These Sections shall be determined by the finishing placings in the Divisions from two years previous, i.e. U-12’s determine U-14’s, U-14’s determine U-16’s & U-16’s determine Minors (e.g. 2012 Sections determined by 2010 Divisional placings). This Sectional information shall be relayed to Clubs by the end of October. However, if a club has any reservations regarding their placings, proper representations in writing outlining why the club considers its grading as inappropriate, shall be made to the Runaí of Bord na n-Og, prior to the Youth Convention (normally held on the second Monday in November). The Grading / Rules & Regulation Workgroup shall consider any representations made and a recommendation forwarded to a full meeting of Bord na n-Og. 
c) After the first round of fixtures U-14, U-16 & Minor Sections shall be split into 5 groups of 4, and named Divisions 1 – 5. The Divisions shall be determined by the finishing placings in the Sections (see Fig 1 below: Divisional Placings Format).
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d) For any team level on points at the end of the Sectional Rounds, play-offs shall take effect and their format determined by C.C.C.
e) Another round of fixtures shall take place these shall be computer generated but in the event of the same fixture arising as per the recently played sectional fixtures these fixtures shall be reversed. 
f) For any team level on points at the end of the Divisional Rounds, play-offs shall take effect and format determined by C.C.C.
g) The finals shall be played from the teams finishing in the top two positions of each division. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time extra time shall be played.
h) The Bord na n-Og Committee from time to time may deem it necessary to adjust U-12 & U-14 Divisions if a glaring anomaly is present. The Grading / Rules & Regulation Workgroup shall consider these anomalies and a recommendation forwarded to a full meeting of Bord na n-Og. 
i) The U-12 Go Games sections shall be determined at the June Youth Board Meeting and by the majority of those present.
8) Youth Championship Regulations
a) The Youth Championship Draws shall take place at the first Youth Board Meeting every year. 
b) Feile na n-Og (Final to be played before the May Bank Holiday Weekend)
1. U-14 Sections B & C shall enter the draw first and this draw shall consist of a Preliminary Round and a Round 1.
2. The first two teams out shall receive a bye to Round 1; the remaining teams shall be drawn for the Preliminary Round matches, these matches shall be denoted by  the numbers 1 - 6.

3. The Round 1draw shall consist of the two teams who received a bye from the Preliminary Round and the winners of the Preliminary Round matches, these matches shall be denoted by the letters A - D.
4. Feile na nOg Preliminary Round 2 shall consist of the four winners from Round 1 plus the six teams from Section A.

5. The first six teams out shall receive byes to the Quarter-Finals; the remaining teams shall be drawn for the Feile na nOg Preliminary Round 2 matches, these matches shall be denoted by 2PR1 & 2PR2.

6. The Quarter-Final Round shall consist of the six teams who received byes from Round 2 plus the winners from Feile na nOg Preliminary Round 2, these matches shall be denoted by the numbers 1 - 4.
7. The Semi-Final pairings shall be determined at the end of the draw using numbers 1 – 4, these matches shall be denoted by the letters A & B.

8. The Final shall consist of the two winners from the Semi-Finals.

9. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time extra time shall be played.
c) U-14FC, U-16FC & MFC
Championship placings shall be determined by the finishing positions in the Divisions from two years previous i.e. U-12’s determine U-14’s, U-14’s determine U-16’s & U-16’s determine Minors. The top twelve teams shall enter the “A” Championship draw and the remaining 8 or 9 teams shall enter the “B” Championship draw. Championship placings shall be relayed to Clubs by the end of October. However, if a club has any reservations regarding their placings, proper representations in writing outlining why the club considers its grading as inappropriate, shall be made to the Runaí of Bord na n-Og, prior to the Youth Convention (normally held on the second Monday in November). The Grading / Rules & Regulation Workgroup shall consider any representations made and a recommendation forwarded to a full meeting of Bord na n-Og.
1. U-14 FC A Championship Draw

a. The top four teams in Division 1 of the U-12 Football League, from two years previous shall be seeded 1 – 4. These four teams shall receive a bye to the Quarter-Finals; the remaining teams shall take part in Round 1 these matches shall be denoted by the numbers 1 - 4.
b. The Quarter-Finals shall be an open draw consisting of the four seeded teams and the four winning teams from Round 1, these matches shall be denoted by the letters A - D.
c. The Semi-Final pairings shall be determined at the end of the draw using letters A, B, C & D.
d. The Final shall consist of the two winners from the Semi-Finals. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time a replay shall take effect and its format determined by C.C.C.
2. U-16 FC A Championship Draw

a. The top four teams in Division 1 of the U-14 Football League, from two years previous shall be seeded 1 – 4. These four teams shall receive a bye to the Quarter-Finals.

b. The remaining seven teams shall partake in Round 1. The first team out receives a Bye to the Quarter-Finals. The remaining six teams the remaining teams shall take part in Round 1 these matches shall be denoted by the numbers 1 - 3.

c. The Quarter-Finals shall be an open draw and consist of the four seeded teams, the team who received a Bye from Round 1 and the three winning teams from Round 1, these matches shall be denoted by the letters A - D.

d. The Semi-Final pairings shall be determined at the end of the draw using letters A, B, C & D.
e. The Final shall consist of the two winners from the Semi-Finals. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time a replay shall take effect and its format determined by C.C.C.
3. U-14 & U-16 FC B Championship Draw

a. 8 Team Draw

i. The Quarter-Finals shall consist of the eight teams and these matches shall be denoted by the letters A - D.

ii. The Semi-Final pairings shall be determined at the end of the draw denoted by the numbers 1 & 2.
iii. The Final shall consist of the two winners from the Semi-Finals. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time a replay shall take effect and its format determined by C.C.C.
b. 9 Team Draw

i. The first two teams out shall contest the Round 1 match denoted R1.

ii. The Quarter-Finals shall consist of the seven remaining teams and the winners of the Round 1 match, these matches shall be denoted by the letters A - D.

iii. The Semi-Final pairings shall be determined at the end of the draw using numbers 1 & 2.
iv. The Final shall consist of the two winners from the Semi-Finals. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time a replay shall take effect and its format determined by C.C.C.
c. 10 Team Draw

i. The first six teams out shall receive byes to the Quarter-Finals, the remaining four teams shall contest Round 1, with these matches denoted by the numbers 1 & 2.

ii. The Quarter-Finals shall consist of the six teams who received byes plus the two winners from Round 1. These matches shall be denoted by the letters A - D.

iii. The Semi-Final pairings shall be determined at the end of the draw denoted by the numbers 1 & 2.

iv. The Final shall consist of the two winners from the Semi-Finals. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time a replay shall take effect and its format determined by C.C.C.
4. Minor “A” Football Championship Draw
1. Championship placings shall be determined by the finishing positions in the Divisions from two years previous. The top twelve teams shall enter the “A” Championship draw and the remaining 8 teams shall enter the “B” Championship draw. Championship placings shall be relayed to Clubs at the end of October. However, if a club has any reservations regarding their placings, proper representations in writing outlining why the club considers its grading as inappropriate, shall be made to the Runaí of Bord na n-Og, prior to the Youth Convention (normally held on the second Monday in November). The Grading / Rules & Regulation Workgroup shall consider any representations made and a recommendation forwarded to a full meeting of Bord na n-Og.
a. First five teams receive a bye to the Quarter-Finals; the remaining teams shall take part in Round 1 these matches shall be denoted by the numbers 1 - 3.

b. The Quarter-Finals shall consist of the five teams who received byes from Round 1 and the three winning teams from Round 1, these matches shall be denoted by the letters A - D.

c. The Semi-Final pairings shall be determined at the end of the draw using letters A, B, C & D.
d. The Final shall consist of the two winners from the Semi-Finals. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time in the final a replay shall take effect and its format determined by C.C.C.
5. Minor “B” Football Championship Draw
e. 8 Team Draw

i. The Quarter-Finals shall consist of the eight teams and these matches shall be denoted by the letters A - D.

ii. The Semi-Final pairings shall be determined at the end of the draw denoted by the numbers 1 & 2.

iii. The Final shall consist of the two winners from the Semi-Finals. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time in the final, extra time shall be played. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time a replay shall take effect and its format determined by C.C.C.
f. 9 Team Draw

i. The first two teams out shall contest the Round 1 match denoted R1.

ii. The Quarter-Finals shall consist of the seven remaining teams and the winners of the Round 1 match, these matches shall be denoted by the letters A - D.

iii. The Semi-Final pairings shall be determined at the end of the draw using numbers 1 & 2.

iv. The Final shall consist of the two winners from the Semi-Finals. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time in the final extra time shall be played. In the event of a draw at the end of full-time a replay shall take effect and its format determined by C.C.C.

9) All playing rules are available in the Youth Football Playing Rules, accompanying these Youth Regulations.
10) Neutral referees will be supplied for all competitions and fees will be paid as per the Fermanagh GAA County Finance Committee directives.

11) The above Regulations shall be subject to a comprehensive review at the end of every two seasons normally in the month of October.

12) For any decisions requiring a vote, Rule 4.3 of the GAA Official Guide shall be adhered to. Each club shall be entitled to one vote at any Bord na n-Og Meeting.
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
